Lenten Scripture Series 
To Begin Thursday Evening, February 22nd And 
Friday Morning, February 23rd.   
 
Our traditional Lenten Scripture Series will begin on 
the day after Ash Wednesday, on Thursday, February 
22nd at 7:00 PM in Father Bannon Hall and will meet 
every Thursday during Lent only at St Dunstan’s.  
This year we are in the “C” cycle and will be 
focusing on the Gospel of Luke, the great story teller.  
Lent is a time when we increase our spiritual efforts 
with acts of penance and those activities which bring 
us closer to Jesus.  There is no better way to prepare 
for the great mysteries of this holy season than to 
focus on the scripture readings for the Sundays of 
Lent and immerse ourselves into the Mind of Christ 
and to see how these great readings inform us 
regarding events in our world today.   
 
Our Thursday evening meetings begin at 7:00 PM 
and end at 8:30 PM.  We will review the scripture 
readings for the upcoming Sunday.  Participation is 
encouraged but you do not need any prior familiarity 
with scripture.

Prayer Shawl Ministry.  Shawls have been made for 
centuries.  They are universal and embracing and are worn 
by men and women everywhere.  They enfold, comfort, 
cover, wrap, give solace, warm, mother, hug, shelter, and 
beautify.  They are symbolic of a loving God, inclusive and 
unconditionally loving.  Prayer shawls have enfolded the 
elderly, people preparing for medical procedures, and those 
facing serious illness. Religious leaders have used shawls 

for prayer services, anointing of 
the sick and for marriage 
ceremonies.  These shawls have 
also been given to expectant 
mothers or new mothers as nursing 
shawls.  They have benefited both 
the maker and the receiver. 
  
In January we donated shawls to 
Interval House, Women's Mental 
Health Center, Infusion Center, CT 
Hospice, Women and Children 
with AIDS and Salmon Brook 
Health Care Center.
