Food Mi ni st r i es 
For those new to the Parish of St Dunstan we would like to 
introduce to our food ministries that continue throughout the 
year and do not take a vacation.  Help is always needed to 
see that the donations get to their intended source.  If you 
can lend a hand once or twice throughout the year it would 
be most appreciated. 
 
3r d Sunday Food Col l ect i on – Every third 
Sunday of the month non perishable food items are 
collected for distribution at the food pantries of St 
Michael’s in Hartford and St Paul’s in Glastonbury. Peter 
Kennedy (645-0285) regularly schedules the posting of 
signs on the property to remind everyone as they drive by 
that the collection is this weekend.  Volunteers are needed 
to collect food at the Masses and to deliver the food once a 
month to St Michaels or St Paul’s pantry. Cash donations 
are accepted if you forget your food items on any collection 
Sunday.  Peter uses these monies to purchase bulk food 
items at Food Share where every dollar is multiplied 
because the cost of the food is much less than in stores. 
 
House of  Br ead – Collection on the 3rd Wednesday 
of every month.  These items can be toiletries, canned or 
powdered soft drinks, hand, bath and dishtowels, eating 
utensils, disposable hot and cold cups etc.  Leave donations 
in the kitchen in the Church Hall prior to the 3rd Weds.  
Denise Rosage coordinates this ministry. 
 
The Par i sh Nur ses and Heal t h Mi ni st r y  
is pleased to announce that they received grants from the 
Bank of America and the local Knights of Columbus 
towards the purchase of a rescue defibrillator device for the 
church. Because of the possibility that an ambulance may be 
15 minutes away from the church, individuals who are 
trained in CPR have the ability to respond to a cardiac event 
in a timelier manner.  This device “ talks’  to rescuers to keep 
calm and provides the sequence of basic CPR.  It even tells 
the rescuer how well compressions are being performed. 
The Parish Nurses will provide training for interested 
persons in the near future. 
 
My Si st er ’ s Pl ace – On the 3rd Friday of each 
month Kay Pellizzari collects meat dishes, vegetable 
casseroles, whole milk and homemade desserts for feeding 
the hungry at My Sister’s Place in Hartford. Kay has been 
overseeing this ministry for over 15 years and is always in 
need of volunteers who cook and bake. 
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
